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The Introduction. The article analyzes the challenges and new competencies required of
journalists reporting on the war in Ukraine warsince 2022, with particular emphasis on the
role of digital technologies, OSINT (open-source intelligence) tools, and generative artificial
intelligence.

Relevance of the study. In the context of full-scale war, Ukrainian media faced the necessity
not only of providing reliable information to the public and countering disinformation, but also of
rapidly adapting to new threats such as propaganda, fake news, and deepfakes.

Methodology. The study is based on case analyses of Ukrainian journalists’ activities, the
use of digital verification tools, and a review of scientific literature and media materials from
2022-2025. Advanced search techniques and analytical tools such as PinPoint and Notebook LM
were employed to identify a catalogue of the most important tools and competencies essential for
journalistic work in wartime conditions.

Results. The findings indicate that key skills include the use of open sources, data analysis,
fact-checking, and proficiency with AI tools, all while adhering to principles of ethics and
information security.

Conclusions. The experiences of Ukrainian media highlight the necessity of continuous
journalist education in new technologies and the development of resilience to informational and
psychological pressure from adversaries. The article formulates recommendations for journalism
education, emphasizing the need to develop a catalogue of digital tools and competencies that will
enable the media to maintain standards of reliability and credibility in times of crisis.

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ntroduction. The Russian attack on Ukraine in 2022 and the ensuing military operations

conducted during a full-scale war have sparked a renewed discussion regarding the role of
the media in times of crisis and in circumstances that provoke both domestic and international
societal shock. Reporting directly from the front lines, as well as covering the situation within
the country, required journalists — and other media professionals — to develop and employ
specific skills. Some of them already had experience from previous Russian aggressions in
2014 (the annexation of Crimea and parts of the Donetsk and Lugansk regions; see more
on Ukrainian journalists’ experiences) [4], [5]. However, the scale of the war after 2022
demanded new competencies, primarily digital ones, from a much larger number of media
workers engaged in reporting on the atrocities committed by the enemy. Additionally, Russia’s
hybrid actions and sophisticated propaganda posed — and continue to pose — a threat to
the public mood of Ukrainians and the construction of an accurate portrayal of the conflict.
From the outset of Russian aggression, Ukrainian media had to counteract disinformation
and hostile narratives. It became essential to present the wartime reality based on reliable,
verified information. This is not an easy task, as reporters must maintain objectivity while
avoiding becoming valuable sources of information for enemy forces, which could increase
the aggressor’s potential.

Technological transformations of the 21st century have significantly changed both
journalistic practice and media education in general. Two key tools that are increasingly being
integrated into this area are OSINT (Open Source Intelligence) and artificial intelligence (AI).
In the context of the Russian-Ukrainian war, the spread of disinformation and cyber threats
make both tools critical for the formation of a new digital literacy for journalists and media
consumers. The first examples of the use of OSINT in Ukraine date back to 2004—2010, when
investigative journalists began to actively open registries, databases, domain analytics, etc. A
turning point in the systemic deployment of OSINT occurred after Euromaidan and the onset
of the war in Donbas in 2014, with the emergence of public initiatives such as InformNapalm,
Euromaidan Press, and Bellingcat, which mobilized Ukrainian volunteers in analyzing open-
source data to investigate crimes committed by Russian forces.

The work of a journalist during the era of fake news and deepfakes [20], as well as during
crises or large-scale conflicts, requires both competence and responsibility. The importance
of credible information during mass threats was demonstrated by the COVID-19 pandemic
[18]. On the one hand, during armed conflict, journalists must perform their duties reliably; on
the second hand, they are subject to the constraints of self-censorship or military censorship.
Wartime circumstances require not only the ability to select information and the language of
communication (the graphic nature of images or videos, emotions conveyed in reports, etc.)
but also a change in working conditions regarding methods of information verification. In
peacetime, a mistake might result in a correction or a legal process; in wartime, it can mean
the death of innocent people or losses within the military ranks. The situation in Ukraine
indicates that the contemporary battlefield reporter, a journalist engaged in such drastic
times, must possess skills and competencies that enable the media to construct an objective
picture of the situation during societal upheaval.

The aim of this article is to identify those elements of journalistic work in wartime
conditions related to technology - especially within the framework of OSINT - open-source
intelligence [14] and genAl - generative artificial intelligence [8] — which can support
journalists in effectively verifying information and sources during exposure to fake news
and deepfakes. The researches pose the following research question: What digital skills and
competencies should a reporter or journalist working in crisis situations, particularly in the
context of armed conflict, possess? The conclusions may indicate directions for educating
both current journalists and future professionals, as well as for defining a catalogue of digital
tools that will help the media maintain standards during crises, especially armed conflicts.

Research materials and methods. The study encompasses case analyses of Ukrainian
media operations, the digital activities of journalists and reporters, and their methods of
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utilizing online tools to maintain accuracy and objectivity in reporting from February 2022 —
the onset of Russia’s attack on Ukraine — through April 2025. To construct a comprehensive
source base, two methodological approaches were employed:

1. The search for high-quality media content concerning the application of OSINT and AI
by journalists. Advanced Google search functions, including search operators , were used.
Additionally, “deep search” was supported by large language models such as GPT , Gemini ,
and the Perplexity service , which aggregates several language models.

2. Advanced searches for articles and literature presenting cases of Ukrainian media work
and platforms specializing in OSINT and AI. Recognized international scientific literature
aggregators, such as Scopus and Web of Science , were utilized.

Keyword searches were conducted in both English and Ukrainian, requiring their co-
occurrence to narrow results to sources directly relevant to the research topic. Keywords
and phrases included: OSINT, open-source intelligence, digital verification tools, military
disinformation, war fact-checking, Ukrainian media verification, information warfare,
artificial intelligence. In scientific databases, terms such as fact checking Ukraine, Ukraine
war, journalism fact checking, OSINT, and artificial intelligence were used.

The “snowball effect” [21] was applied: if a relevant online service with further links to
additional sources was found, these were subsequently verified. For example, a search for
sources tagged “information verification” might also yield materials with “digital verification
tools”, which in turn describe OSINT or AI techniques, leading to the use of OSINT and AI
tags in the next step. Articles were filtered for authenticity and credibility, excluding those
lacking clear sources or with unverifiable origins. The domain (especially Ukrainian .ua) and
portal or publisher titles were decisive factors, particularly for foreign media; materials from
Russian domains (.ru) were excluded.

Collected materials were downloaded as PDFs and analyzed using two applications:
PinPoint, which enables automatic searching of large datasets (texts, spreadsheets, images,
audio, and online materials), and Notebook LM , which supports data searching, contextual
understanding, and correlation. Both services use language models provided by Alphabet
(Google’s parent company) and allow interaction with sources.

Subsequently, a catalogue of tools used by Ukrainian and foreign media for war-related
information verification was compiled. Based on the characteristics and functionalities of
these platforms and applications, an attempt was made to specify their uses and objectives
for media professionals. The resulting list was compared with existing recommendations for
journalism education published by international organizations.

Discussion. Information gathering techniques within OSINT first appeared during
World War II, when the potential of open sources of information was recognized [10]. The
term was coined in the literature in 1993 and focused on data collection methodologies, but
did not exclude data analysis [10]. With the development of technology, especially the rapidly
growing databases and online tools, OSINT has become a tool allowing the verification of
an increasingly wide range of information related to media, business, health, and criminal
matters. Human rights violations and the need to document them became a significant
catalyst for change. There arose a necessity to create OSINT procedures and methodologies
that would be recognized as proper and objective. In 2022, the United Nations Human
Rights Office of The High Commissioner published the “Berkeley Protocol on Digital Open
Source Investigations” [9]. This document specifies the procedures that must be met for
evidence collected through OSINT to be accepted and recognized by institutions such as law
enforcement agencies and courts. Controversial situations related to human rights violations
have existed for years, but events such as increasing disinformation, the phenomena of fake
news and deepfake, the pandemic, and armed conflicts have intensified the need to establish
standards for examining publicly available sources. However, it is important to remember
that OSINT also poses threats, which may arise from privacy violations or the exploration of
data sources without any oversight [13].

In media and journalism, there has been increased pressure to verify information sources
and filter out those contaminated by lies or propaganda. The catalyst for change was the
Russian attack on Ukraine. Journalists play an important role during armed conflict or other
mass crises, as they should be the main source of reliable information for society. They must
attract attention, respond to the target audience, and adapt the format of the message to
perceptual capabilities, which in turn requires the development of new competencies. This
was especially recognized by Ukrainian journalists who already had wartime experience [5,
pPp. 219-222].

An important vector for future journalism education in times of war and upheaval is the
experience of those directly involved in creating messages from the battlefield. The time of
conflict involves work on the front line but also in local newsrooms. Ukrainian experiences
indicate the need to focus on skills and competencies that seem essential for journalism in
times of conflict and on the battlefield (both at the front and in the rear). Many of these
aspects are presented in publications about the work of Ukrainian journalists. They identified
several areas where education can significantly increase the effectiveness of journalism
during war or other large-scale crises. One of the fundamental duties is to ensure the
reliability of the message and access to credible information, especially during periods of
intensified enemy propaganda. An example after February 24, 2022, is the rapid increase in
interest in the Facebook profile of the Ukrainian Land Forces Command — from 80,000 to
over 800,000 people — and the launch of a Telegram channel [5, pp. 121-132]. There was a
growing need to direct audiences to sources not contaminated by enemy propaganda, such
as official services like the government Ukrinform or services like Censor, Radio Svoboda [5,
pp. 42-51]. Information warfare also involves actions related to the psychological pressure
exerted by the enemy on victims, which takes place on many levels. Journalists’ experience
can also point to mistakes made by authorities who, unaware of their decisions, endanger
their own armed forces. An example is presented in a publication of reporters’ memoirs,
which indicated informational neglect on publicly available online maps where the enemy
could find unmasked Ukrainian military objects after 11 months of war [5, pp. 135-140].
Those experienced in creating wartime messages emphasize the technological aspect of a
reporter’s work, such as data journalism (allowing for data analysis and visualization, use
of public open databases, numerous internet sources, etc.). The Ukrainian example clearly
indicates that journalism operating within OSINT can be a weapon, allowing for maintaining
high quality and credibility of materials. Tools such as scrapers (programs and applications
that allow for real-time monitoring, collecting, and analyzing large streams of information)
support the detection of potential problems and, importantly, help to understand their
causes. Such actions “allow maintaining the combat capability of Ukrainian media” [5, pp.
219-222]. Based on the analyzed scientific publications of Ukrainian researchers, one can
find key areas of study of OSINT (Open-Source Intelligence) technologies in Ukraine, as well
as a range of specialists and institutions working in this field.

Security and military direction

Specialists in information security, cyber defense, and military intelligence are
beginning to play an important role in the study of OSINT tools. For example, authors
M.G. Toma and O.V. Vasilova analyze the use of OSINT to record war crimes in Ukraine,
in particular in the context of a full-scale invasion of the Russian Federation. Their work
has practical significance for documenting violations of international humanitarian law
[6]. Yarovoy T. considers the mechanism of obtaining intelligence information from open
sources as one of the promising tools for monitoring lobbying activities in the field of
ensuring state security [7].

Cybersecurity and digital information hygiene

Another layer of research focused on the impact of OSINT on state cybersecurity. The
works of V. Ivkova and I. Opirsky highlight some of the threats associated with open sources
and the risks of leakage of critical information [1].

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Law and forensics

A separate group of studies focuses on the use of OSINT in criminal law and proving
crimes. A. Likhtanska and V. Mykhaylov, in particular, consider open sources as an evidentiary
base in legal processes. This direction is promising in view of the integration of OSINT into
subsequent actions and activities of law enforcement agencies [3]. OSINT is increasingly
being studied in an interdisciplinary context — at the intersection of information technology,
law, social sciences and journalism.

The results of the research. A surprising outcome of the study is the number of
materials identified, particularly those originating from scientific databases. Precise searching
enabled the identification of six items in the Web of Science and Scopus databases. After
selecting online media sources, 37 materials were analyzed (see appendices). It should be
noted that in this study, the number of sources is not of primary importance, rather, it is their
quality, specifically the information regarding journalists’ use of OSINT and Al techniques,
that is crucial.

Key observations following the online source search:

1. The materials identified also include processed content, that is, those which do not
constitute a primary source (the first created by an editorial team as part of OSINT or Al
activities). In processed sources, the actions undertaken by other editorial teams are
described. This may result from the difficulties associated with searching the digital content
of Ukrainian servers, as primary materials may have been incompletely described in editorial
systems (metadata, tags), whereas these secondary sources have been better indexed by
search engines.

2. It is important to emphasize that the results indicate tools that were used by journalists
directly (when they used them independently) or indirectly. Indirect use means that media
outlets could receive partial (raw) or processed (ready-to-use) data from specialized services
(such as Molfar, Maltego, and others indicated below), as well as from governmental or
military institutions working with OSINT and AI. On this basis, editorial teams created
media content and presented the OSINT and Al techniques utilized therein. In the sources
found, it is not always possible to unequivocally determine whether journalists worked with
applications directly or indirectly.

3. The secondary sources may also have described content from media not published
online (i.e., so-called traditional media). This could not be verified during the course of the
study.

What is significant is that the results indicate what was used and for what purpose.
This also allows for the identification of educational vectors for current and future media
professionals

A crucial element in identifying competencies and skills is the recognition of activities
undertaken within OSINT and AI frameworks. Some of the most prominent and frequently
cited cases include investigative work related to such shocking events as the downing
of Malaysian Airlines flight MH-17 (the 2014 disaster), the cluster munition attack on
the Kramatorsk railway station, the bombing of the theater in Mariupol marked with the
word “Children”, and the search for Russian soldiers involved in torture and the killing of
civilians in the Kherson region (events after February 2022). Journalists utilized messengers,
especially Telegram, social media platforms, and applications supporting facial recognition
in photos and videos.

The tools identified in the sources include:

1. Spreadsheets — used by Bellingcat for inputting links and fact-checking.

2. Social media Telegram, Vkontakte, Odnoklassniki, Flickr — for searching posts, photos,
and videos published by soldiers, witnesses, and officials, as well as for identifying Russian
soldiers and documenting crimes.

3. Russian databases — often openly available online, containing information such as
reports, income, or casino clients, compiled with other open sources.
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4. GetContact — for verifying phone number ownership and institutional affiliation.

5. Onlinegibdd.ru and Avtocod.ru — Russian services for vehicle information based on
VIN or other data.

6. Rusprofile.ru — Russian platform for legal entity information.

7. Yandex Eda — food and stuff delivery service, for information on individuals’ locations
or habits.

8. Truly Media and Uwazi — content management systems for organizing and analyzing
large datasets.

9. Internet Archive and Archive.today — tools for archiving websites and content.

10. Youtube-dl — open-source software for downloading videos from various platforms.

11. Reverse image search and metadata analysis - fundamental techniques verifying photo
authenticity.

12. Google Earth, Google Earth Pro, Open Street Map, Wikimapia, Planet — geospatial
analysis and monitoring of military activities or changes in occupied territories.

13. Overpass Turbo — data extraction from Open Street Map.

14. Chronolocation software — determining the time and place of photo or video capture
using landmarks, sun position, and shadows of objects.

15. Camopedia — a database of military camouflage and equipment for verifying uniforms
in photos.

16. YouControl, TyKhto, and RuAssets — applications using open data to verify individuals
and companies (e.g., those connected to Russia or under sanctions).

17. Audio recordings (e.g., intercepted conversations) — used to identify perpetrators and
document actions, often combined with other data.

18. General databases — mentioned as sources for information on Russian losses and
company connections, including the US SEC database for company verification.

Use of artificial intelligence models:

1. OBRIY system — developed by the Ukrainian group “CyberBoroshno”, for automatic
collection and analysis of adversary’s public materials, filtering and selecting photos and
content from public sources.

2. Primer Command — for processing large datasets from enemy radio intercepts, including
dialogue summarization, weapon classification, topic identification, and geolocation.

3. Betafaceapi and Cognitec — facial recognition in photos and videos.

4. Invid-project.eu — video search and verification using reverse video search.

Based on the collected sources describing the application of broadly understood OSINT
and AI techniques in Ukraine, ten key functionalities were distinguished:

1. Identification and geolocation of military objects: geolocating and correlating targets by
determining the place and time of photos and videos published by the adversary.

2. Tracking troop and military equipment movements: based on publicly available
materials, such as soldiers’ social media photos.

3. Documenting and accounting for war crimes: photographic and video materials shared
online, particularly by enemy soldiers and witnesses, for identifying potential perpetrators
(e.g., in Bucha, identified through lost phone photos).

4. Information verification and countering disinformation: identifying disinformation,
information-psychological operations (IPSO), and false narratives or propaganda from
Russian media (fake news, deepfakes).

5. Identification of military personnel and collaborators: advanced searches from multiple
correlated sources about Russian military personnel, commanders, and collaborators.

6. Analysis of economic and financial entities: searching for Russian and Belarusian
companies, assets, and individuals attempting to circumvent sanctions, countering terrorist
financing by Russia. This includes contractor verification in major international projects
and analyzing the impact of company operations (e.g., mining) on the environment using
GEOINT.
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7. Verification of credibility and connections of individuals: analyzing social media activity,
photo-based person searches, identity verification, including for sensitive job candidates and
public figures.

8. Automated data collection and source monitoring: data gathering and analysis, finding
correlations and patterns for automatic object recognition (e.g., in satellite images).

9. Identification of new trends and monitoring public sentiment: tracking reactions
to content, detecting social moods, monitoring the activities of influential individuals or
organizations.

10. Analysis of hidden connections and pattern modeling: facilitating faster understanding
of complex issues, particularly in politics or finance, by correlating seemingly unrelated data.

An important finding is the recognition of Ukrainian sources of OSINT knowledge. The
Russian invasion prompted the creation of platforms explaining open-source techniques
and organizing numerous training sessions. Some services operate in a specialized manner,
offering services free of charge or commerecially, providing informational support to journalists
and institutions documenting and prosecuting aggressors. These include platforms such as
Osintforukraine.com, Molfar.com, Chatovi.online, and foundations with OSINT departments,
such as Prytulafoundation.org. International services, such as Oryxspioenkop.com and
Maltego.com, have also become involved. Journalistic organizations, e.g. PressAssociation.
org.ua, have recognized the growing importance of such online activities, and military
services have promoted OSINT courses, e.g., Armyinform.com.ua.

The above findings indicate the necessity of training journalists in the use of technologies
supporting OSINT. According to the European Qualifications Framework (EQF) , which sets
educational guidelines and required levels of education, a firstlevel degree should demonstrate
competencies enabling the management of complex technical or professional activities or
projects, and responsibility for decision-making in unpredictable work or learning contexts.
At the second level, highly specialized knowledge and problem-solving skills for research or
innovative activities are required, as well as the ability to integrate knowledge from various
fields. Competencies also include managing and transforming complex, unpredictable work
or learning contexts that require new strategic approaches. The tools and functionalities
identified in this study closely align with the requirements for the second level degree, where
greater emphasis is placed on creating new knowledge, integrating it, and initiating new
approaches — skills essential for OSINT or AI use .

Modern activities of Ukrainian media within OSINT correspond to the key areas of digital
competence for journalists described in international documents and by specialized research
institutions. Notable examples include the Model Curricula for Journalism Education by
UNESCO , The 2019 State of Technology in Global Newsroom by the International Center
For Journalists , and Predictions 2020 by the Nieman Foundation for Journalism at Harvard
University . These documents identify five main categories of competencies: information
and data literacy, communication and collaboration, digital content creation, safety, and
technical problem-solving. Additionally, knowledge and understanding of changes in the
media environment due to digitalization, including the influence of social media, business
model evolution, and audience preferences, are crucial. Activities related to OSINT and
AT tools are part of the modern digital journalist’s competence framework and should be
incorporated into curricula to enable the media to fulfill their role as guardians of truth and
credibility.

Introducing OSINT into the educational process of journalists at Sumy State University

In the current context of rapidly evolving digital technologies and increasing information
threats, the ability to work with open-source intelligence (OSINT) has become particularly
important in the professional training of journalists.

Within journalism education, regional higher education institutions in Ukraine have
already begun incorporating OSINT and AI elements into training modules — primarily
through partnership projects or teacher-led initiatives. Public organizations also play a
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key role in this process by conducting regional training sessions and offering free access to
analytical tools.

Despite the fragmented introduction of OSINT/AI elements into the journalism
curriculum across Ukrainian universities, the Department of Journalism and Philology at
Sumy State University has become a flagship in this initiative, purposefully developing these
competencies through various educational formats and practical tools integrated into the
learning process. Also, OSINT methods are formally introduced as part of the educational
components of bachelor’s and master’s programs in the specialty “Journalism”. Elements of
open intelligence are actively used when studying the discipline of media analytics, digital
security, fact-checking, journalistic investigations and modern information hygiene.

The practical component of training ensures that students complete tasks related to
searching, verifying, and systematizing data from open sources; analyzing social networks;
visually monitoring digital content; and studying state content registers and information
traces. A key role in this process is played by the department’s extensive cooperation with local
media, which serve not only as practice bases but also as platforms for student immersion
in real media environments where OSINT is actively used for journalistic verification and
investigation.

The primary sources of data for conducting OSINT research are social networks —
particularly Instagram, Facebook, and TikTok — as well as platforms originating from the
Russian Federation, such as VKontakte, Odnoklassniki, and LiveJournal.

Additional categories of open sources include:

- Official state resources (e.g., publicreports, declarations, transcripts of press conferences)
such as Prozorro, YouControl, and OpenDataBot;

- Traditional and digital media in both print and online formats;

- Academic sources, including scholarly publications, monographs, and professional
research;

- “Gray” literature, such as patents, technical reports, and research results not available in
mainstream scientific databases;

- Observation data, including radio intercepts, satellite imagery, and aerial photography;

- Commercial information sources, such as images, financial and market analysis, and
specialized databases.

In addition to formal education, students actively engage in informal learning through
participation in workshops, training sessions, OSINT schools, online courses, and seminars
with leading experts and media professionals. This involvement allows them to master up-
to-date tools and practices, including those related to the use of artificial intelligence in
processing open data.

It is worth noting that the Department of Journalism and Philology at Sumy State
University was the first in Ukraine to introduce weekly classes featuring employers and
media practitioners who share their real-world experience of working in the information
environment. Topics covered in these sessions include the use of OSINT tools, digital
databases, social networks, generative technologies, and the principles of responsible use of
artificial intelligence in journalism.

Thus, the integration of OSINT training at the Department of Journalism and Philology
at Sumy State University ensures a high level of professional preparedness for working under
hybrid information threats. It fosters critical thinking, digital media literacy, and the ability
to analyze and interpret data from open sources.

Conclusions and prospects. An important result of the study is the identification
of a limited number of scientific publications. Thus, the authors addresse cognitive gap
in access to this type of research. The scarcity of such studies can be interpreted as an
indication for scholars, including those from Ukraine, to fill this gap by writing about OSINT
technologies and artificial intelligence as crucial tools for data verification during war or
crisis situations. Publishing in journals indexed in international databases would allow for a
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better understanding of Ukrainian journalism in times of armed conflict, its challenges and
needs, as well as the dangers associated with hostile wartime propaganda. This constitutes an
educational vector for researchers, academics, and educators.

It is worth emphasizing that the study revealed improper indexing (metadata description)
of many valuable sources concerning the activities of Ukrainian media within OSINT and
AT frameworks. As a result, accessing and verifying their reliability proved difficult. Proper
assignment of keywords and tagging in online systems would improve their visibility on the
internet, potentially influencing the global perception of the war. It should also be stressed
that content ought to be thoroughly documented, primarily with official reports, so that
media coverage can be recognized as informative rather than propagandistic. This highlights
the need for technical knowledge related to constructing online communications.

The analysis of Ukrainian sources and the experiences of journalists and media
professionals clearly indicates that in the environment of modern technologies, a person
becomes a “sensor” who can be detected and tracked. This underscores the necessity of
technological education not only for future but also current journalists. OSINT and artificial
intelligence tools require digital competencies that add new value to reporting, enable source
authentication, fact documentation, tracking false information, and detecting hostile activity.
They should be implemented in the curricula so that the media can act as a guardian of truth
and credibility. Even if a journalist does not directly use OSINT or Al tools, he should know
their effectiveness and understand the effect obtained. The Ukrainian example — media
engagement with technology and its skillful use on the “media battlefield”, can serve as a
model for a modern, credible and reliable journalistic practice.

Despite significant progress, the development of OSINT in Ukraine still requires
institutionalization, methodological support, ethical frameworks, and sustained state
backing. At the same time, the ongoing war continues to drive the evolution of digital
journalism — and, with it, the deeper exploration of OSINT. There is a growing need to
establish a national OSINT platform that includes educational, journalistic, and analytical
components. In the future, OSINT should become a mandatory component of professional
journalism standards, particularly critical in an era of fake news, generative technologies,
and new forms of informational warfare.

Currently, the integration of OSINT technologies into educational programs remains
uneven. Several challenges persist: a shortage of specialists capable of teaching across media,
technology, and analytics; a lack of integrated courses (with most offerings limited to electives
or individual initiatives); insufficient funding; and inadequate infrastructure for storing and
processing large volumes of data.

OSINT is not merely a new tool for journalists — it is a transformational factor reshaping the
media profession and the structure of media education. In Ukraine’s wartime context, marked
by hybrid information threats, OSINT is a strategic asset. The geographic proximity of the Sumy
region to the frontline makes it particularly vulnerable to information aggression, increasing
the demand for high-quality OSINT approaches and automated fact-checking systems.

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Introduction. Historical experience has clearly proven that Muscovite rulers aim not only
to liquidate Ukrainian statehood but also to destroy Ukrainian identity. In practice, this leads to
a consistent colonial policy, including the media promotion of Russian colonial narratives. Our
research is devoted to the issue of the deconstruction of colonial narratives.

Relevance and Aim. The relevance of the work lies in developing a theoretical basis for for-
mulating a methodology for the deconstruction of colonial narratives in the practice of decoloniza-
tion of the Ukrainian information environment. The aim of the article is to conceptualize the phe-
nomenon of the narrative as fundamental to the practice of deconstructing colonial narratives.

Methodology. The methodology of the proposed research is determined by its theoretical
nature. The methods employed were used due to their ability to ensure a comprehensive and ob-
jective analysis of the subject of research and to achieve the stated aim. Specifically, the method
of information retrieval was used to select scholarly literature dedicated to the chosen issues.
The formal-logical method contributed to defining the content of the concepts “narrative” and
“deconstruction of narratives.” The generalization method was applied to formulate the research
conclusions.

Results. It is shown that in modern scholarship, attention to the phenomenon of the narrative
is dictated by its importance in shaping the values and identity of modern individuals and society
through media outlets. The provisions of various concepts within narrative theory that have meth-
odological potential for the effective deconstruction of colonial narratives are summarized. The un-
derstanding of the deconstruction of colonial narratives is substantiated as a critical reflection on the
entire colonial discourse and its influence on the intellectual, value, and moral aspects of the social
life of an ethnic group striving to shed its colonial past and prevent its revival in the future.

Conclusions. It is argued that colonial narratives are the ideological and cultural justification
for establishing colonial (specifically, imperial) political and economic structures. The importance
of understanding narrative mechanisms for countering propaganda risks is established. It is prov-
en that the deconstruction of colonial narratives will contribute to the formation of a rational and
balanced policy of historical memory and media activity.

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Introduction. The nuclear rhetoric of the official Kremlin is well-studied, but little attention
has been paid to the rhetoric of Russian propagandists, as well as its dynamics. The connections
between official rhetoric and the rhetoric of propagandists who pretend to be independent voices
from the Kremlin remain unclear.

Relevance and purpose. Studying the topic will allow us to understand what communicative
strategies and techniques the enemyusesinits information war, the role of individual propagandists
who try to justify a possible nuclear strike, as well as the specifics of Russian propaganda, which
is revealed as a result of the analysis of the specified case. The purpose of the study: to establish
the presence or absence of a connection between the official Kremlin nuclear rhetoric and the
rhetoric of propagandists and, based on the analysis, to identify the features of modern Russian
propaganda.

Methodology. For the research Telegram channels of the most popular Russian propagandists
(Soloviev, Zakharova, Voenkor Kotyonok) were studied. The RE module (Python language) was
used to search for mentions and collocations, and the Spacy library was used to identify the most
popular topics.

The results. The study showed that, the rherorics depends on the situation on the front.
Attention to this topic was constant throughout all three years, with more mentions in 2022.
Propagandists voiced and detailed statements made at the official level in the Kremlin.

Conclusions. It was found that the “nuclear theme” or “nuclear threats” is one of the key
themes of modern Russian propaganda. Russian propagandists worked in a coordinated manner:
increasing or decreasing attention to the topic, in accordance with the official Kremlin rhetoric.
This allows us to conclude that modern Kremlin propaganda corresponds to the ideas about
“humanitarian/political technologies” that were widespread in the 80s-90s in the USSR, and then
in the early years of the Russian Federation. An important feature of modern Russian propaganda
is not only the repetition of Kremlin messages, but also their interpretation, clarification for a
wider audience, where each propagandist played his role during the dissemination of “nuclear
threats” - to imitate a supposedly independent voice and work in the interests of his audience.

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Introduction. A close examination of media reports on violence against women reveals a
growing interest among news outlets in covering this issue and disclosing various aspects and
forms of gender-based violence.

Relevance of the study. A primary responsibility of the Ukrainian media during the Russo-
Ukrainian war is to understand the problems that require constant attention and urgent solutions,
namely the protection of vulnerable and marginalized groups of society. The most efficacious
method of addressing the issue of violence against women is the provision of accurate and objective
news coverage. The article offers a synopsis of the findings from prior studies that focused on
various dimensions of psychological and sexual violence against women. It also delineates the
primary recommendations for adhering to ethical standards when reporting on a traumatic event
in the media.

Methodology. The present paper constitutes a study that analyzes and synthesizes extant
literature on the subject, thereby identifying, challenging, and developing components of the
theory by examining prior work; thus, it is a literature review. The present paper employs an
integrative approach. A review of this category often requires a more creative approach to data
collection, since the aim is typically not to cover every article ever published on a particular topic,
but rather to synthesize views and ideas from different fields or research traditions.
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Results. It has been asserted that the manner in which violence against women is represented
in the media has a significant impact on the public’s comprehension of gender-based violence.
Furthermore, it has been posited that the social construction of victim and offender is influenced
by media portrayals of violence against women. It has been emphasized that the media frequently
frames gender-based violence as a personal rather than a social problem, focusing on the
sensational elements of the act itself. Moreover, the presence of sexist stereotypes in the media
hinders the achievement of real gender equality in the country.

Conclusions. In the pursuit of journalistic integrity and the provision of comprehensive
coverage on traumatic subject, it is imperative that journalists adhere to rigorous ethical guidelines,
facilitating a metamorphosis in the prevailing circumstances, while concomitantly assessing
personal achievements as well as the societal contributions of those affected by traumatic events.
A comprehensive review of the extant research reveals several key points that must be addressed
in any investigation into the coverage of psychological and sexual violence against women in the
media. These points include the selection of information sources, the structure of the message, the
content of the information provided, the rhetoric and visual design of the text, and the context of
the message.

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Introduction. The impact of medical blogs on public health is evidenced by their ability to
reach diverse social groups. Video blogs on YouTube are popular among young people who prefer
visual content, while older audiences are more drawn to text-based blogs on specialized platforms
or those that provide detailed explanations.

Relevance and purpose. The development of information technologies in the 21st century
has led to the emergence of new forms of communication, including blogs. Medical blogs, as a
phenomenon of the information society, have become an important element of the digital space,
combining the functions of information dissemination, education, and communication. The ar-
ticle aims to elucidate the distinctive characteristics of medical blogs within the contemporary
information society and to examine their influence on public health and the promotion of healthy
lifestyles.

Methodology. To examine contemporary approaches to the study of the phenomenon of
medical blogs, the analytic-synthetic method was used. For this purpose, a survey method was
applied, in which 194 respondents voluntarily participated. Their responses were analyzed and
systematized using statistical methods and content analysis.

Results. In 2024-2025, we invited those interested to take part in a survey and answer several
questions. The proposed survey will be an interesting addition to a number of materials on the
relevance of preparing medical blogs on various platforms, the characteristics of an important
segment in the training of a medical specialist and the development of his professional qualities.

Conclusions. The analysis of medical blogs regarding their role in disseminating reliable
information and shaping the health of the population hasshown their significance in the information
society. First, quick access to information and simplicity of presentation are paramount, as they
provide information about health and contribute to medical education. Second, medical blogs
have a wide audience, but their relevance depends on the quality of the content, ethical issues, etc.

ntroduction. The modern information space is characterized by rapid technological
progress in the development of digital platforms, which significantly affects the availability
of medical information. A special place is occupied by medical blogs - online resources
that play an important role in the dissemination of medical and scientific concepts and
information about health, prevention, treatment and a healthy lifestyle [1-3]. Increased
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attention to privacy, changes in regulations, innovative research contribute to a wide
discussion of health issues on various platforms. The authors of such platforms i. e. bloggers
can be both professional doctors and amateurs who offer information to a wide audience,
while competing with traditional medical institutions or official websites [4; 5].

The relevance of studying the role of medical blogs is due to certain factors. The popular-
ity of social networks, public activity, combined with openness, contribute to the rapid and
targeted dissemination of information about a healthy lifestyle or health, and thus have a sig-
nificant impact on the behavior and decisions of citizens [6; 7]. In the context of information
disseminationdue to the absence of a geographical factor, Medical blogs have both advantag-
es and disadvantages.On the one hand, they contain information directly from medical spe-
cialists with the knowledge and experience to provide accurateinformation on specific issues
or encourage reassessment of non-professional information, and on the other hand, amateur
bloggers report unverified data or promote self-medication.

The topic of medicine remains highly relevant in contemporary society, featuring promi-
nently in specialised literature, social media platforms, and medical websites. As a result, it
attracts a wide audience of interested individuals. On the one hand, readers are frequently
confronted with eye-catching medical headlines designed to prompt them to click on hyper-
links for further information [8; 9]. Such reviews or presentations of medical information are
often authored not by healthcare professionals, but by individuals whose primary aim is to
attract a large number of followers.

On the other hand, as M. Nedopytanskyi points out on thematic specialisation in his dis-
cussion, the modern journalist or reporter “must serve as a universal retransmitter — that is,
as an intermediary who is responsible for obtaining, processing, and communicating infor-
mation” [10]. It is evident that in a highly specialised field such as medicine, the distinction
between the work of a professional and that of a layperson is particularly noticeable.

The development of information technologies in the 21st century contributed to the emer-
gence of new forms of communication, among which blogs occupy a special place. As O.
Mykhaylova emphasizes, the blogosphere in Ukraine is developing in symbiosis with the
“most mediatized countries” [11, p.131]. It is clear that blogs and the blogosphere have gone
beyond the scope of one profession and have covered various spheres of life, including medi-
cine. The spread of blogs is the result of the transformation of social needs in access to health
information, which has made them a peculiar phenomenon of the information society. Medi-
cal blogs as a specific type of this phenomenon have become an important element of the dig-
ital space, combining the functions of informing, socialization, psychotherapy, advertising,
reflection, education and communication [12; 13].

Meanwhile, blogging is given an honorable role in facilitating communication, as a sig-
nificant number of those who consider themselves bloggers try to popularize themselves and
their activities and share their thoughts through social networks [14, p.142].

The article aims to elucidate the distinctive characteristics of medical blogs within the
contemporary information society and to examine their influence on public health and the
promotion of healthy lifestyles. To achieve this purpose, the study sets out the following
objectives: to ascertain the role of medical blogs in fostering health preservation among the
population, and to delineate both the beneficial and adverse effects of medical blog content
within the broader context of the information society.

Research Methods. The study involved the use of the following methods: literature and
source analysis — to investigate the specificity and impact of medical blogs on the target audi-
ence. The method of generalization made it possible to identify key trends in the transformation
of content in medical blogs and to assess potential risks related to the inaccuracy and fragmen-
tation of information provided, which often contradicts the principles of official medicine. Con-
tent analysis and statistical methods were employed for a systematic and objective examination
of respondents’ answers concerning the content of medical blogs. The questionnaire included
questions about viewing, searching, frequency, topics and formats of medical blogs, as well as
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the professional competencies of their authors. A systems analysis was used to determine both
the positive and negative impacts of the information presented in medical blogs.

Results and discussion. The emergence of medical blogs is associated with several
factors that are characteristic of the media society, because it is associated with free access to
information, when the Internet gives each respondent the opportunity to exchange opinions,
knowledge or experience [15]. Very often, a person looks for alternative sources of informa-
tion when there is no good communication with medical specialists. Sometimes patients try
to find the necessary information in professional literature, but due to the complexity or in-
comprehensibility of the scientific text, they look for a quick way to get the necessary health
information for free without contacting specialists.

On the one hand, blogs contribute to the popularization of medicine, because complex
medical terms can be explained in a language understandable to the general public and have
a significant social impact on society due to their accessibility to a wide audience, uniting
interested parties into certain groups or communities of interests [16]. On the other hand,
medical blogs, despite the speed of distribution, do not provide complete information on
the topic of interest, offering only fragmentary and superficial data in an informal style of
presenting information, and bloggers are not responsible for the reliability of the materials.
Very often, such information on medical issues, disease prevention, and ensuring a healthy
lifestyle is offered by individuals without special education.

Medical blogs perform certain functions related to public health issues. First, informative,
because medical blogs are a source of knowledge about symptoms, disease prevention, treat-
ment methods and maintaining a healthy lifestyle, often filling in the gaps when the patient
either does not receive detailed information from a specialist, or tries to engage in the pro-
cess of self-treatment. As K. Honcharova notes, the number of doctor-bloggers is constantly
growing, especially popular ones remainposts by bloggers who offer information about an-
ti-aging nutrition, diets, etc. [17, p.142].Through simple language and visual examples (such
as recipes or exercise instructions), blogs make information understandable even to people
without a medical background. This is especially important in conditions of limited access to
specialists, for example, in rural areas or during pandemics or wars, when online resources
become the main channel of communication.

Another function of medical blogs is motivational. Medical blogs not only offer structured
information, but also inspire subscribers to take action, namely, to change their lifestyle,
consult a doctor or undergo preventive examinations. For example, the same blogs about
nutrition often contain stories of successful transformation, “before and after” photos, which,
in turn, motivate the readership to be active [18]. From doctors’ blogs about the fight against
chronic diseases, subscribers not only receive inspiring practical advice, but also provide psy-
chological support, which contributes to trust in doctors’ recommendations.

Another important function is educational. Medical blogs contribute to the popularization
of science by explaining complex medical terms in understandable language. For example,
during the SARS-CoV-2 pandemic medical blogs contained information about vaccines, ex-
plaining the algorithms of vaccine action from a scientific point of view, thereby debunking
myths about the threats to humans after vaccination, thus contributing to an increase in the
level of trust in medicine [19]. At the same time, blogs run by medical professionals often
become a kind of link between academic science and society, bringing complex content to the
needs of the average reader. In turn, this contributes to an increase in the level of medical lit-
eracy, because in the modern world, misinformation spreads much faster than proven facts.

The impact of medical blogs on public health is confirmed by their ability to reach differ-
ent social groups. Young people prefer visual content, and therefore they are more likely to
choose video blogs, while text material is more likely to be read by an older audience, who
is trying to find a detailed explanation of the topic of interest. Such adaptation to the age,
cultural, and social needs of society contribute to obtaining the necessary information and
strengthens the role of medical blogs in shaping a healthy lifestyle of the population [20].

It is also worth paying attention to the negative aspect of medical blogs, because it depends
on the quality of the material and the competence of bloggers. On non-professional platforms,
amateur authors may appeal to abandon traditional treatment in favor of dubious and untest-
ed methods that contradict the standards of evidence-based medicine and proven results. The
content of medical blog authors who do not have a medical education may be based on certain
subjective experiences, emotional stories, and not scientific data. It is the lack of reliability
and fragmentation of information that indicate the search for the necessary balance between
popularity and responsibility. The latter is in great doubt, because creating a medical blog does
not require the author to have a doctor’s diploma, a qualification test, or a license [21]. Here we
can talk about the dual role of blogs: they can be both a valuable resource and a source of risks,
depending on the approach and use. Therefore, the most important aspects of medical blogs
are the reliability of information, ethical issues, and information overload.

In 2024-2025, we invited those interested to take part in a survey and answer several
questions. A total of 194 respondents voluntarily participated in the survey regarding the

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To the first question: “How often do you view medical blogs?”, 34 (17.5%) respondents
answered “daily”, 79 (40.7%) participants answered “several times a week”, 35 (18%) par-
ticipants answered “once a week”, and 42 (21.7%) two or three times a month) answered
“daily”,never 4 (2.1%) respondents.

When asked where respondents find medical blogs, we received the following answers
(multiple choice): 112 (58%) — on social networks (Facebook, Instagram, TikTok, etc.), half
of the survey participants, namely 97 (50%) — on special medical sites, 64 (33%) respondents
— on search engines Google, etc., 33 (17%) survey participants find them on the recommenda-
tions of friends/colleagues/relatives, and 15 (7.5%) respondents — on the recommendations
of doctors.

To the third question about the topics that interest respondents, it was possible to choose
multiple answer options, so 97 (50%) participants chose a healthy lifestyle; 89 (46%) re-
spondents chose the topic of mental health; 56 (29%) were interested in chronic diseases,
and 48 (25%) survey participants chose infectious diseases; 46 (24%) respondents were in-
terested in blogs on radiology (CT, MRI); 45 (23%) respondents were looking for blogs on
cosmetology; 35 (18%) — materials on pediatrics, 34 (17.5%) — on surgery, and 29 (15%) par-
ticipants — on gynecology; 18 (9.5%) — on dentistry; 15 (7.5%) respondents showed interest
in the issue of internal diseases and the same number (15 (7.5%)) in the issue of tactical med-

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icine; 10 (5.2%) survey participants indicated interest in materials on mental health. Survey
participants were less likely to show interest in public health issues, the organization of the
healthcare system, and hygiene.

When asked what prompted them to read medical blogs, the survey participants indicated
(multiple choice): 96 (49.5%) — personal interest in health, search for information on a spe-
cific disease — 79 (40.7%) survey participants, 68 (35%) respondents want to lead a healthy
lifestyle, 42 (21.7%) respondents indicated preparation for various medical procedures, 38
(19.5%) people want to hear from their colleagues because of their teaching activities. In ad-
dition, the survey participants indicated other reasons, including: professional interest, the
need to treat relatives, disease prevention, preparation for classes, familiarization with the
latest diagnostic methods, the specifics of the work, it is interesting to listen to colleagues,
how they convey the material, etc. It should be noted that 2 (1%) respondents purposely skip
medical blogs, even if they come across them. We believe that information overload is a big
problem. Bloggers often offer information in a simplified and abbreviated form, avoiding the
use of incomprehensible medical terms, ignoring the needs and desires of readers, which
does not contribute to a proper understanding of the topic of health, and sometimes even
contradicts the algorithms of official medicine.

Another question in the questionnaire concerned the types of content that the survey par-
ticipants like the most. It is clear that the format diversity of medical blogs reflects their adap-
tation to the needs of the modern user who is looking for the necessary information regarding
his interests, style, and worldview. We obtained the following results (multiple choice): vid-
eos — 122 (63%) respondents. The second position was given by the respondents to articles
— 84 (43.5%); podcasts — 77 (39.5%); doctors’ advice was chosen by — 54 (28%) respondents;
patients’ stories are trusted by 53 (27.5%) survey participants. In this case, it is worth paying
attention to the fact that the publication of personal stories of patients without their consent
or with a violation of confidentiality can lead to ethical problems, especially when this blog is
led by a doctor. This not only discredits an individual specialist, but also forms the basis for
an opinion about all medical blogs.

At the same time, we asked how much respondents trust the information they receive
from medical blogs: yes, always — 34 (17.5%) people answered, yes, but they check addition-
ally — 157 (81%) respondents and do not trust the information contained in blogs — 3 (1.5%)
survey participants.

It is worth paying attention to ethical aspects here.Very often, medical blogs created by
good specialists can face a conflict of interest when, for example, there is some advertising of

a certain product or even services, namely drawing attention to cosmetics or private clinics
under the guise of objective recommendations. On the one hand, this can misinform readers
or viewers, and, on the other, cause a destructive understanding of the content.

Another question concerned what qualities (multiple choice) medical blog authors
(bloggers) should have. 158 (81.5%) respondents indicated that they had a medical education,
127 (65.5%) people indicated that they had experience in the relevant field. According to
many survey participants, an important role is played by the blogger’s objectivity in covering
information — 80 (41%) respondents and the presentation of the material, namely, it should be
prepared in simple and understandable language — 75 (38.5%). A large number of respondents
indicated a pleasant manner of presenting the material — 67 (34.5%) respondents. We believe
that the medical content of doctor bloggers will be available to patients, who will be able to
study them at a convenient time and in a convenient way and will make the right accents
on the need to consult a specialist in a timely manner. The motives for blogging may vary,
change, but a doctor blogger can get pleasure from the very process of communicating with
his colleagues, which will contribute to both qualification and certain factors of fame or profit.

We asked the survey participants whether they would like more interaction with blog au-
thors. The results are as follows: yes — 65 (33.5%) people, rather yes — 30 (15.5%), rather no
— 84 (43.5%), no — 15 (7.5%) respondents, survey participants.

The next question was whether the survey participants would recommend medical blogs to
their relatives and friends. Yes — 70 (36%) people, rather yes — 98 (50.5%) respondents, rather no
— 20 (10.5%) and categorically on this issue were 6 (3%) of those who participated in the survey.

To the question: “Do blogs affect your health and lifestyle? ”, we received the following
answer options: 47 (24.5%) people chose the answer “yes”; “probably yes” - 98 (50.5%) re-
spondents; “probably no” - 41 (21%) participants, “no” — 8 (4%) respondents.

The last question concerned the reliability of the information contained in blogs and its
importance. Yes — 130 (67%) people answered, 62 (32%) respondents rather think so — and
2 (1%) respondents rather think no — it is not important. It should be noted that no respond-
ent considers the reliability of the information unimportant.In our opinion, one of the prob-
lems of medical blogs is the lack of reliability and fragmentation of the information provid-
ed, which indicates the need for a balance between popularity and responsibility. Here it is
necessary to pay attention to the prospects for the development of medical blogs, which may
be associated with professional cooperation, technological innovations, which, in turn, will
open the way for their improvement in the future. It is here that we can talk about the dual
characteristics of blogs. First, they can be a valuable source of information, and secondly, the
basis of risks, depending on the purpose of their functioning.

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Therefore, we believe that the proposed survey will be an interesting addition to a number
of materials on the relevance of preparing medical blogs on various platforms, the character-
istics of an important segment in the training of a medical specialist and the development of
his professional qualities.

Conclusions and perspectives of further study. The analysis of medical blogs re-
garding their role in disseminating reliable information and shaping the health of the popu-
lation has shown their significance in the information society. First, quick access to informa-
tion and simplicity of presentation are paramount, as they provide information about health
and contribute to medical education. Second, medical blogs have a wide audience, but their
relevance depends on the quality of the content, ethical issues, etc. Since their popularity is
significant, it is worth paying attention not only to the positive impact, but also to the neg-
ative experience of their popularization, which should become part of the state strategy to
combat disinformation. This may involve involving professional medical unions that would
control the content of blogs from various directions to increase the reliability of the material
and the trust of the audience, or conducting trainings and master classes on evidence-based
medicine for blog authors in order to minimize the spread of unverified information.

We believe that the increase in the number of medical blogs, which are run by professional
doctors, will contribute to obtaining information from the medical field directly from specialists,
which will allow the revalorization of material «from the Internet». The development of profes-
sional standards for bloggers will become a far-reaching direction, because for authors of medical
blogs it is possible to introduce certification programs or establish a code of ethics, which would
increase their responsibility and trust in them, since the decisions on which they have, a direct
influence are related to health, when certain decisions can lead to serious consequences.

In the context of information disseminationdue to the absence of a geographical factor,
Medical blogs have both advantages (contain information directly from medical specialists
with the knowledge and experience to provide accurateinformation on specific issues or en-
courage reassessment of non-professional information) and disadvantages (amateur blog-
gers report unverified data or promote self-medication).

Medical blogs have already changed the information space, their potential is far from ex-
hausted and, if properly directed, they can become not only a source of knowledge, but also a
catalyst for a healthy society. Further research could be aimed at quantifying their impact or
comparing the effectiveness of different types of blogs.

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Introduction. Advertising as a tool of mass communication has undergone significant chang-
es, in particular in the field of promoting everyday products such as coffee and tea. The purpose of
their advertising was not only to provide information, but also to create an emotional connection,
build a brand image, and influence a certain lifestyle. In the XXI century, coffee and tea are not
only drinks, but symbols of identity, ritual, comfort and energy.

Relevance of the study. The relevance of the study is due to the need for a deeper un-
derstanding of the specifics of communication in the advertising of these drinks, taking into
account the cultural context, type of media and digitalization tools. The purpose of the study
is to determine the elements of the communicative specifics of coffee and tea advertising in
the modern information space.

Methodology. The study uses methods of content analysis of advertising messages,
comparative analysis of visual and linguistic means, case analysis of advertising campaigns
of leading brands (Jacobs, Nescafé, Lavazza, Lovare, Graf, etc.). The tools of semiotics, visual
rhetoric and methods of psychological interpretation of triggers that affect consumer behav-
ior are also used.

Results. Advertising of coffee and tea forms a clear dichotomy: coffee is a symbol of cheer-
fulness and status, tea is a symbol of comfort and traditions. Television advertising is emotionally
linear, digital is personalized and interactive, with an emphasis on storytelling, metaphors, psy-
chological triggers, and cultural codes.

Conclusions. Modern coffee and tea advertising combines aesthetics, culture, and psychol-
ogy to create an emotional brand. It has transformed into a multidimensional message useful for
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those who seek authentic and deep communication with the audience. Visual narratives, social
values, and the consumer’s personal identity play a special role.

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Introduction. Amid increasing demands for transparency and accountability of state insti-
tutions, anti-corruption journalism is becoming an important instrument of public oversight. Its
effectiveness requires scholarly reflection not through content analysis but through verification of
its outcomes.

Research relevance. To date, there is a lack of analysis of the mechanisms by which media
investigations are transformed into documented managerial and legal decisions, as well as of the
nature, pace, and forms of institutional responses to «Nashi Hroshi» publications (January—
September 2025). The aim of this study is to assess the level and nature of the effectiveness of
media analytics as a tool of public control by examining verified institutional responses.

Research Methods. The research applies the method of qualitative case analysis to a
purposefully selected and exhaustive sample of cases, as well as temporal and geographical
analysis to identify the effectiveness of media oversight in the field of public procurement, to
determine the time lag (from publication date to first institutional response), and to describe the
spatial coverage of media monitoring. The empirical base includes 14 publications that elicited
institutional responses. The target case sample was analyzed according to the following scheme:
topic, publication date, date and type of response, and time lag.

Results. The study empirically identified the level and nature of media oversight effectiveness
in public procurement based on «Nashi Hroshi» cases. A range of institutional reactions was
recorded, including contract termination, price reduction, cancellation of procurements,
amendment of regulatory acts, and detention of suspects. The level of effectiveness was assessed
in terms of temporality. The speed of institutional response correlates with the degree of public
resonance and reputational risk. Significant variations in time lags were observed (up to 568 days).
Geographically, media oversight encompasses both national and regional levels, demonstrating
the institutional scale and sustainability of public monitoring mechanisms over public funds.
Capital-based cases prevail due to the concentration of governmental institutions, yet there is a
clear trend toward expanding anti-corruption monitoring to regional levels. The heterogeneity
and limits of media oversight effects indicate the adaptability of corrupt practices and the need for
continued monitoring after institutional reactions occur.

Conclusions. Anti-corruption publications serve as an effective catalyst for institutional
change in the sphere of public procurement. Documented institutional responses represent a
measurable indicator of media effectiveness. The speed and depth of such responses depend on
the degree of public resonance and the nature of the violations.

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Introduction. The themes and content of gonzo journalism produced by Ukrainian authors
over the past decade have been primarily focused on exposing the imperial nature of Russia’s ag-
gressive war against Ukraine and revealing the sinister aspects of international politics that distort
or undervalue the heroic defensive struggle of the Ukrainian people against Kremlin barbarism
— a struggle for their natural right to live in an independent, national, and united Ukrainian state.
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Relevance of the study. The study aims to define and characterize the gonzo-journalistic
style and its expressive means, comparing them with the linguistic and stylistic tools of traditional
journalism. The comparison is conducted in the context of the author’s conceptual and intention-
al framework, where verbal and audiovisual codes function jointly to form semantic, emotional,
and pragmatic media resources designed to foster civic consciousness and moral-spiritual values
among Ukrainians.

Methodology. The research methodology is based on general scientific principles of histori-
cism, authenticity, concreteness, functionality, systematicity, cognitive approach, and modeling.
Methods of content analysis, intent analysis, document study, observation, generalization, and
descriptive analysis were employed.

Results.Thecontemporarymodelof Ukrainiangonzojournalismreliesondiverseheterogeneous
componentsthattogethercreateaunifiedinformationalimage,amplifyinganddeepeningthepercep-
tionofthematerial’smeaningaswellastheauthor’sreferential, modal,and representativeintentions.
The distinctive features of Ukrainian gonzo style include rhetorical constructions, grotesque, iro-
ny, hyperbole, contrast, antithesis, emotionality, speculation, and a sense of scale. Elements of
gonzo stylistics, including the use of non-normative language, are typical of many texts directly or
indirectly related to the full-scale Russian-Ukrainian war.

Conclusions. For the first time within Ukraine’s information and humanitarian space, this
study attempts a comprehensive examination, interpretation, and generalization of the stylistic,
expressive, and structural features of gonzo journalism in comparison with traditional (classical)
journalism.

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Introduction. The article conducts a study of the “Uncle Sam” visual image in the cartoons of
the Soviet Ukrainian satirical magazine “Perets” (“The Pepper”) of 1947—1953. The background of
this character and its adaptation in Soviet Ukrainian satire of the early Cold War era are examined.

Relevance of the study. The informational and semantic aspect of the current Rus-
sian-Ukrainian war is not limited to the confrontation of the national historical myths of the two
countries. Still, it lends new relevance to a more complex web of memes and clichés from the
WW2 and Cold War eras, which are reproduced or reinterpreted in the modern media space. The
article aims to define the main features and uses of the “Uncle Sam” image in the cartoons of the
“Perets” magazine.

The research methodology includes observation, content analysis, generalization, com-
parison, quantification, and data visualization. The source database comprises a total of 168 issues
of the “Perets” magazine.

Results. It has been found that during the examined period, the maximum presence of “Un-
cle Sam” in cartoons was in 1952, the height of the Korean War; in 1953, the decline began after
Stalin’s death. The visual markers of the character were identified. The existence of an established
visual canon of the image of “Uncle Sam” made it recognizable and its “reinvention” unnecessary.
Over time, non-classical interpretations of the image rose. Such experiments could become possi-
ble if the established image was already known to the audience. The most common companion to
“Uncle Sam” in the “Perets” cartoons of the early Cold War era is “John Bull”, a personification of
Great Britain. The cartoons reveal the exploitation of the topic of “biological weapons”, consonant
with modern Russian narratives of information and semantic warfare.

Conclusion. The work highlights previously unexplored aspects of “Uncle Sam” image using
quantitative methods and focusing on visual content, namely on the “Perets” cartoons. The data
obtained and the results of analysis are important from the perspective of studying the function-
ing of visual symbols-representatives of countries, states and communities in the information and
semantic warfare.

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Introduction. In today’s information environment, media planning can be a key tool for dis-
seminating journalistic content and increasing its impact on the audience. Its importance is grow-
ing significantly in the context of information warfare and the need to counter disinformation.

Relevance of the study. In the context of Russia’s full-scale invasion and war crimes in
Ukraine, effective communication strategies are essential to promote information and attract in-
ternational attention. This study aims to quantify the organic dissemination of socially important
information and test the hypothesis that Systematic Journalistic Processing of raw activist data,
paired with a formal media plan, increases the reach and institutional impact. This research seeks
explicitly to calculate the degree of dissemination (RQ1), identify optimal future media strategies
(RQ2), and measure the resulting visibility and impact on official institutions (RQ3).

Methodology. This study employs a single case study methodology focusing on devel-
oping and implementing a media plan for the KibOrg investigation series on child abduction
from the temporarily occupied territories of Donetsk and Luhansk Oblasts. The research uses a
mixed-methods approach: Quantitative analysis was applied to measure reach and engagement,
while Qualitative analysis was used to assess the strategic effectiveness and impact on law enforce-
ment, validating the study’s central hypothesis.

Results. The implemented media plan achieved a measurably high degree of organic dissem-
ination. Key results demonstrate that the systematic journalistic processing of raw data, coupled
with strategic synergy between media channels, significantly increased the organic reach and pub-
lic interest. The investigation results led to direct interaction with Ukrainian law enforcement and
international organisations, confirming the heightened impact.

Conclusions. This study confirms the hypothesis that the journalistic processing of data
dumps, amplified by strategic media planning, significantly enhances activist information’s or-
ganic dissemination and institutional impact. The success confirms that media planning is critical
to achieving high public visibility, catalysing action, and facilitating cooperation with key institu-
tions.

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ntroduction. Investigative journalism represents a complex field that transcends routine

reporting. It is a story founded on the journalist’s original, self-initiated work, aimed at
exposing systemic problems or hidden transgressions rather than isolated incidents. These
investigations synthesise multiple information-gathering methods, including observation,
interviews, and detailed document analysis, relying on various sources [1].

The theoretical foundation and changes of the genre are researched in detail by scholars
like Fredrik Bjerknes (2024). He emphasises that stakeholders constantly negotiate the con-
ceptual boundaries of investigative journalism. While technological integration has blurred
these boundaries with areas like data journalism and counter-forensic practices, the genre’s
unifying core remains its rigorous epistemology: independent fact-finding and the verifiable
justification of knowledge claims [2]. Bjerknes concludes that by strategically adopting new
methodologies from external disciplines (e.g., science and intelligence), investigative report-
ers actively reinforce the media’s self-proclaimed role as the Fourth Estate.

However, the evolving digital landscape presents a dual challenge. On one hand, new
technologies, including artificial intelligence, facilitate and accelerate the investigative pro-
cess [3]. On the other hand, the shift to a multichannel model necessitates the adoption of
new content formats for platforms like TikTok and Instagram to engage younger audiences
[4]. This context is further complicated by the ethical dilemmas introduced by algorithmic
control over news dissemination [5] and the strategic exploitation of digital tools for disin-
formation campaigns during wartime [6]. This environment is symptomatic of the post-truth
era, defined by researchers as a breakdown of social trust, where misinformation and emo-
tional appeals often supplant verifiable facts [7].

In Ukraine, the context for investigative journalism has been historically complex, char-
acterised by political control over many media outlets and threats against independent jour-
nalists [8; 9]. However, the professional field has adapted, notably with blurring boundaries
between journalism and activism [10]. The genre’s current development requires more em-
pirical data to assess its trajectory during wartime [11].

Research Gap and Study Rationale. Despite extensive research into the impact of
social networks on news dissemination [4; 12; 13], the strategic role of media planning in
effectively distributing specific journalistic investigations remains under-examined. While
PR and SMM are established communication disciplines [14], their direct integration into
the investigative workflow by journalists themselves is rarely analysed. Addressing this re-
search gap is vital for understanding how journalists can maximise their social impact and
public resonance. This is especially relevant when dealing with raw intelligence and data
dumps from activist groups (such as KibOrg), where the conversion of raw data into ver-
ified journalistic narratives must be strategically amplified to maximise its organic reach
and influence.

Study Aim and Hypothesis. This study aims to quantify the degree of organic dissem-
ination of socially important information and test the hypothesis concerning the increased
effectiveness of processed journalistic content compared to raw activist data. Based on the
action-research context of our case study [15; 16], we hypothesise that the Systematic Jour-
nalistic Processing (decryption, data verification, and narrative writing) of raw data dumps,
when paired with a formal media plan, will significantly increase the organic dissemination,
public resonance, and institutional impact of the material beyond what the raw data alone
achieves.

Research Questions. Our main research questions are:

RQ1 (Dissemination/Reach): What is the calculated degree of organic dissemination
(measured by reach and engagement) achieved by the media plan in promoting the KibOrg
investigative materials?

RQ2 (Strategy/Learning): How did the analysis of the media plan’s implementation con-
tribute to the formation of an optimal media strategy for future investigative projects by iden-
tifying the most effective channels and content types?
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RQ3 (Impact/Visibility): How did the strategic media plan, following the journalistic pro-
cessing, help increase KibOrg’s visibility in the professional media environment and among
relevant law enforcement and international institutions?

Research Methods and Analytical Tools. This study employed a mixed-methods
approach [17] to analyse the strategic dissemination of the KibOrg investigation.

Quantitative analysis: Statistical data on reach and engagement (views, shares, comments,
reactions) were collected via native platform analytics (Meta Business Suite, Telegram Chan-
nel Insights) and Google Analytics. This was used to measure Key Performance Indicators
(KPIs) and evaluate the absolute popularity of the content.

Qualitative analysis: Content analysis examined the narrative strategies and the synergy
between different publications. The Contextual Analysis framework was applied to interpret
the impact of external factors (e.g., prior media coverage, information fatigue) on publication
performance. Analysis of internal reporting and stakeholder feedback provided evidence of
the investigation’s impact on law enforcement and media partners.

Since both authors are practising journalists, it was appropriate to refer to the theory of
action research [18] to highlight the professional approach to projects and place the results
in a broader scientific context.

Case Study Context: The KibOrg Project and the Action Research Model. The
discipline «Media Planning» is compulsory for students majoring in Journalism at the S.
Kuznets Kharkiv National University of Economics. Students must develop a media plan as
part of their coursework. Since it is studied in the 4th year and in the context of student-cen-
tred education, it is advisable to provide an opportunity to apply practical experience in a
new field. The requirements for the coursework are detailed in the methodological guide-
lines, which serve as the primary resource for its creation [19].

Since students study educational and professional programmes in Media Communica-
tions and Advertising and PR, they are developed within the framework of communication
strategies for various businesses. Considering that the media business does not always un-
derstand the importance of media planning for the journalistic stories it produces, it was de-
cided to highlight the results of developing and implementing a media plan for a journalistic
investigation.

The media plan analysed in this article originated as an applied coursework project for
the second author. This practical integration of academic theory into a real-world setting
positions the study within the framework of Action Research, where the student acts as a re-
searcher-practitioner. By analysing the development and implementation of this plan — a di-
rect intervention into the dissemination strategy of the KibOrg investigation series — we aim
to provide empirical data on the efficacy of formal media planning in wartime journalism.

KibOrg is a project run by journalists and IT professionals (hacktivists) under «Cyborgs».
The word «cyborg» (Ukrainian: xi6opr, romanised: kiborh) is used to refer to the Ukrainian
defenders of the Donetsk airport in the battle from September 28 2014, to January 21 2015.
The term was taken from intercepted radio communications of Russian proxies. They re-
ferred to Ukrainians as «I don’t know who’s sitting there, but they’re not people — they're
cyborgs» [20].

KibOrg was founded in early 2022. Their IT specialists carry out hacker attacks on the
Russian power in the occupied territories of Ukraine and Russian government organisations.
Then they share data dumps and use them for journalistic investigations. The only public
person is journalist Maksym Dudchenko.

He, a bachelor’s student (4th year) at the time of the project implementation, presented
his coursework, «A media plan for a journalistic investigation into the abduction of children
from the occupied Donetsk and Luhansk Oblasts», in late December 2023. The study pre-
sented an opportunity test the hypothesis concerning the efficacy of media planning in the
context of journalistic stories. The metrics below represent the cumulative dissemination
data collected up to mid-November 2023, serving as the empirical endpoint for the effective-
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ness evaluation. The study was specifically designed to check for changes in organic (rather
than funded) dissemination through the journalistic processing (decryption, data verifica-
tion, and writing investigative narratives) of KibOrg’s raw data dumps.

Ethics and Safety. We follow public-interest journalism standards for handling leaked
and hacked materials (necessity, proportionality, harm minimisation, verifiability) [21].
Child-related data were de-identified where feasible; sensitive personal information not es-
sential to public interest was redacted.

While we acknowledge the potential security risks associated with Telegram, including its
non-default end-to-end encryption for most chats and its distributed server network, which
could make it vulnerable to surveillance [22], we have chosen to use it due to its undeniable
popularity in Ukraine. According to recent surveys, Telegram remains the most used news
source for Ukrainians, with over half of the population relying on it for information [23]. We
recognise the need to communicate through platforms where the target audience is most
active to ensure the dissemination of socially important information, such as the findings of
this investigation.

Results and Discussion. The research mechanism involved a multi-stage process to
ensure comprehensive data collection and analysis.

1. Analysis of Media Planning Stages:

During the development of the media plan, the optimal media mix was determined, as
well as six key stages:

Stage 1: Situation Analysis and Goal Setting. This involved thoroughly reviewing the cur-
rent media market, competitive landscape, consumer behaviour, and trends. Specific goals
and objectives for the investigation’s dissemination were established, along with key perfor-
mance indicators.

Stage 2: Media Channel Selection. An analysis of various traditional and digital media
channels (television, radio, online platforms, social media, messengers, etc.) was conducted.
The selection was based on target audience characteristics and channel effectiveness.

Stage 3: Media Plan Strategy Development. Based on the analysis, a detailed strategy was
formulated, including content placement, timing, publication frequency, and other aspects
crucial for achieving set goals.

Stage 4: Budget and Resource Allocation. The budget for implementing the media plan
was determined, and resources were allocated across different channels, aiming for an opti-
mal cost-benefit ratio.

Stage 5: Implementation and Monitoring. The media plan was implemented, and the re-
sults of publications and audience reactions were continuously tracked and analysed for re-
al-time adjustments and optimisation.

Stage 6: Effectiveness Evaluation. Upon completing the media planning cycle, a compre-
hensive analysis of the achieved results was performed, assessing the fulfilment of goals and
objectives and the investigation’s impact on the target audience.

2. Defining the Target Audience: A critical step involved defining the target audience,
including;:

Demographic characteristics: Law enforcement agencies, governmental structures, par-
ents and relatives of abducted children, professional journalists and activists, and special-
ists/researchers in human rights.

Psychological characteristics: Emphasis on emotional connection to the issue, the desire
to help, and shared values (child protection, human rights, activism).

3. Analysis of Dissemination Methods: Various channels were used for content distribu-
tion:

Official project website (KibOrg): For detailed articles, documents, facts, and video ma-
terials.

Censor.NET blog: To reach a broader Ukrainian audience interested in current events. In
May 2023, journalist Maksym Dudchenko launched a blog on the popular Ukrainian news
site Censor.NET with the aim of promoting the dissemination of KibOrg materials. Initial
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experiences revealed that articles based on leaked data attract hundreds of readers. However,
they do not compare in popularity to the tens of thousands of views achieved by contributions
from well-known journalists, such as Yurii Butusov and Vitaly Portnikov.

YouTube: For video content to reach visually-oriented audiences. The YouTube channel
was created to host a single video investigation. No budget was allocated for its production.

Telegram: For instant information sharing, audience interaction, and updates.

Facebook: For announcements, article links, and direct audience engagement.

Collaboration with other media: Partnerships with projects like «InformNapalm», «24
Kanal», «Schemes (Radio Svoboda)», «The Kyiv Independent», and «Ukrainska Pravda» for
co-publication and information exchange.

Search Engine Optimisation (SEO) and Paid Advertising: Including keyword optimisation
and paid ads on Meta platforms to increase visibility.

4. Markers of Popularity: Key indicators of success included:

High number of views and shares on social media.

Collaboration with other media outlets.

Engagement from law enforcement agencies and international institutions.

This multi-faceted approach allowed for a systematic and targeted strategy for promoting
the journalistic investigation, aiming for maximum effectiveness and impact on the audience.

1. Publications and Their Dissemination

The media plan implementation involved a series of four key publications, strategically
distributed across various digital platforms. The effectiveness of each publication was metic-
ulously tracked, providing valuable insights into audience engagement and overall impact.

Publication 1: The Deportation of Children to Belarus (June 6, 9:00 AM)

This story aims to present key facts about the deportation of children to Belarus, expose
the methods used by those responsible, and provide evidence of the problem. A 9-minute
video was a crucial component [24].

YouTube: 250 views.

Censor.NET (blog): 1,500 views.

KibOrg website: 1,500 views.

Telegram channel: 60,000 views.

Analytical Conclusion: The significant reach of Telegram highlights its effectiveness in
rapid dissemination and immediate audience interaction, which is crucial for urgent social
issues. The lower YouTube views for this initial publication may indicate that a standalone
video, without a broader content strategy, had limited organic reach on this platform.

Interim Content: Yevhen Volnov’s Prank Video (July 8). Before the second leading pub-
lication, a video exposing a hacked closed conference gained significant popularity through
the Telegram channel of Ukrainian prankster Yevhen Volnov. This post included a link to
KibOrg’s team and work [25].

KibOrg’s Telegram channel has almost 4,000 views, over 500 reactions, and dozens of
comments.

Yevhen Volnov’s Telegram channel: 309,000 views, approximately 2,500 reactions, and
almost 250 mostly positive comments.

Broader impact: This prank was widely reposted on other platforms like TikTok and You-
Tube, potentially reaching over a million views. This unexpected attention significantly en-
hanced the credibility and interest in the journalists’ work, demonstrating the power of viral
content and psychological influence on perpetrators.

Publication 2: The Abduction of Children from Occupied Luhansk Oblast (July 20, 9:00 AM)

This publication detailed the findings of our investigation into child abductions from Lu-
hansk Oblast [26].

Censor.NET: 450 views.

KibOrg website: 1,850 views.

Facebook post: 4,200 views, 1,500 interactions (77 reactions, 553 link clicks, 13 shares,
823 other interactions).
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Telegram channel: 33,600 views (achieved through partner reposts).

Analytical Conclusion: The high engagement on Facebook and consistent performance on
Telegram suggest these platforms are highly effective for content requiring audience inter-
action and sharing. The context of the media landscape was crucial; before this publication,
major media outlets, like «Schemes (Radio Svoboda)», had also released related content,
mentioning KibOrg. This created a synergistic environment, increasing public interest and
amplifying the stories’ reach. Following this publication, the team was invited to a live broad-
cast on Suspilne—Kyiv, which indicated significant media recognition.

Publication 3: The Abduction of Children from Occupied Mariupol (August 23, 7:00 AM)

This third publication was pivotal in the series [27]. It was published as a longread on the
same platforms (KibOrg website, Censor.NET, Telegram channel).

KibOrg website: over 6,100 views.

Censor.NET: 317 views (comments highlighted the extensive teamwork).

Facebook post: over 7,800 views, 1,784 interactions (62 reactions, 862 link clicks, 32
shares, 823 other interactions).

Telegram channel: almost 94,000 views.

Analytical Conclusion: Despite the challenges of the long-read format, this publication
was the most successful, creating a significant information catalyst by revealing details from
the «Children of Donbas» database. This unique data sparked wide attention from nation-
al and international media. Qualitative outcomes included direct outreach from the Office
of the Prosecutor General, National Police, UN, SSU, and the Ukrainian Commissioner for
Children’s Rights. Professional journalists praised the work, and online communities actively
shared the content. This publication also acted as a catalyst for previous stories, leading to
additional views for earlier posts. KibOrg learned how the individuals labelled in their pub-
lication reacted through internal closed sources. Qualitative insights from internal sources
indicated that the targets of the investigation perceived the team as «hackers of clearly Amer-
ican origin», which underscores the work’s perceived security threat and impact.

Publication 4: International Committee of the Red Cross Aid to Collaborators (August 25,
8:00 AM)

Released one day after the third publication, this story focused on the International Commit-
tee of the Red Cross’s alleged aid to Mariupol collaborators involved in child abductions [28].

Censor.NET: 400 views.

KibOrg website: 250 views.

Telegram channel: 4,500 views.

Analytical Conclusion: This publication garnered less attention than anticipated. This
could be attributed to the already damaged reputation of the International Committee of the
Red Cross, making the information less shocking to the public, or potentially information
fatigue following the highly impactful third publication. This highlights the importance of
audience perception and organisational reputation in media planning.

2. Overall Impact and Strategic Insights

A follow-up Telegram post after the third article served as additional intelligence, ena-
bling the identification of five more individuals involved, based on subscriber input. This
information was then used to update the third publication, enhancing its accuracy and com-
pleteness. The post itself gained traction with reposts and reader appreciation.

Successful investigations drove the overall effectiveness of the media plan, robust interac-
tion with law enforcement, and extensive media coverage. Key findings include:

Audience Engagement: The Telegram channel proved exceptionally effective for instant
information sharing, with posts reaching tens of thousands of views and generating active
discussions. Facebook campaigns also demonstrated strong engagement in views and inter-
actions, indicating their utility for targeted promotion.

Synergy with Other Media: Collaboration with established media outlets (24 Kanal, Radio
Svoboda, UNIAN, 0629.com.ua, Report, InformNapalm) significantly amplified the reach
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and credibility of the investigations [29; 30; 31; 32; 33; 34]. Positive feedback from «Schemes
(Radio Svoboda)» journalists further underscored the project’s impact.

Impact on Law Enforcement and International Bodies: The investigations led to engage-
ment with representatives from the National Police, SSU, Prosecutor General’s Office, UN,
and the Commissioner for Children’s Rights in Ukraine. While official confirmation of all
interactions is pending, initiating investigative actions based on facts and preparing mate-
rials for submission to the International Criminal Court demonstrates these investigations’
profound importance and influence.

In November 2023, on behalf of the Human Rights Subcommittee, a workshop was or-
ganised focusing on the deportation of Ukrainian children by Russia. The organisers used the
KibOrg investigation to prepare the report, among other things [35].

Role of Paid Advertising: Facebook advertising campaigns significantly boosted views and
interactions by precisely targeting specific audiences. While the full scope of this impact war-
rants a separate study, its contribution to broadening the audience was evident.

Conclusions and Prospects for Further Research. The modern information space
offers journalists extensive opportunities to create and promote investigations that influence
society’s deepest social and cultural aspects.

This study examined a crucial aspect of modern journalism: the strategic dissemination of
materials concerning the deportation of Ukrainian children. We explored methods of distrib-
uting journalistic content through a detailed case study analysis. We identified key markers
of popularity achieved by the implemented media plan.

The research demonstrated that materials exposing child deportation possess significant
potential for broad dissemination in the media landscape. The topic’s growing relevance,
high viewership, and repost rates signify profound public interest. A key factor in success-
ful dissemination is collaboration with other media outlets and human rights organisations,
which amplify and utilise information in their advocacy and investigative work. The active
engagement from law enforcement agencies and international institutions, which leverage
these materials for investigations and to address human rights violations, further under-
scores their popularity and impact.

The developed media plan proved operationally effective and fulfilled its primary com-
munication objectives. Quantitative results (measured as tens of thousands of views on Tele-
gram and high engagement on Facebook) empirically confirm the hypothesis that systematic
journalistic processing of data and strategic planning significantly enhance the organic dis-
semination of socially important information. Strategic planning for collaboration with other
journalistic teams and the judicious selection of media channels (especially the high-impact
Telegram platform) were instrumental in achieving such public resonance and contributing
to the discourse on child abductions from Ukraine.

Limitations of the Study. Due to the unavailability of baseline metrics (pre-implemen-
tation data on views and engagement), this study’s analysis of the media plan’s effectiveness
is primarily descriptive rather than comparative. Therefore, the findings demonstrate the
high public resonance of the topic. Still, they cannot definitively quantify the causal increase
in effectiveness attributable solely to the planning process.

We also understand our selection bias (a high-salience topic), platform metric opacity,
confounding by exogenous news cycles, and action-research reflexivity (researcher as prac-
titioner).

Prospects for Further Research. Developing a Universal Media Planning Model: Es-
tablishing a flexible and evidence-based model of media planning that can be adapted for
other socially significant topics, considering diverse cultural and political contexts and vary-
ing levels of resource availability.

Studying the Long-Term Impact and Counter-Reactions: Analysing the protracted effects
of the investigation on public discourse, the reactions of the investigated subjects (including
their counter-strategies and reputational damage), and the resulting long-term behavioural
changes in the target audiences.
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Comparative Analysis of Planned vs. Unplanned Investigations: Conducting a dedicated
quantitative study that compares the dissemination metrics (reach, engagement, impact) of
journalist investigations that used formal media planning against those that did not, isolating
and measuring the specific value added by the planning process.

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Introduction. The rapid development of social media has transformed them into a leading
channel for disseminating news and interacting with audiences, radically reshaping traditional
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journalistic standards. Within the digital ecosystem, next-generation interactive journalism inte-
grates multimedia formats, personalization algorithms, and feedback mechanisms, establishing
new models of communication.

Relevance and purpose. The growing role of social media necessitates an in-depth analysis
of their impact on public discourse, professional norms, and information security. The purpose of
this article is to identify the functions of social media as a space for the development of interactive
journalism by analyzing the consequences of algorithmic personalization for the transformation
of professional standards and ethical practices.

Methodology. The research combines systemic, comparative, content, and discourse analy-
sis, which made it possible to trace transformations in journalistic formats and production prac-
tices in the digital environment.

Results. The study established that social media integrate textual, visual, and audiovisual
resources into a single communication ecosystem, stimulate active audience participation, and
ensure real-time dissemination of news. At the same time, challenges were identified in terms of
misinformation, weakening of professional standards, algorithmic selection effects, and ethical
risks related to privacy and user-generated content.

Conclusions. Interactive journalism in social media appears to be a combination of digital
flexibility and a high level of user participation, but it requires improvement of ethical standards,
the introduction of multi-level mechanisms for verifying authenticity, and the development of
regulatory approaches. The scientific novelty of the work lies in the proposed cyclical model of
interactive news production. Research prospects include assessing the impact of algorithmic per-
sonalization on public opinion and searching for hybrid models of interaction between journalists
and their audience.

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Introduction. Preserving and promoting books plays a key role in the development of
Ukraine’s cultural traditions, strengthening its spiritual foundations, and advancing science and
education. This is especially true in the context of full-scale war, when the information front is no
less important than the military front. New media play a certain role in this regard today. They
have brought books to the forefront in the new media environment. This phenomenon requires
analytical consideration.

Relevance and purpose. The relevance of the research topic is determined by the need to
analyse the activities of the latest Ukrainian mass media in terms of the forms they use to promote
books. The purpose of the work is to identify the forms of online media practice in terms of ways
to promote Ukrainian-language books in the context of the full-scale Russian-Ukrainian war.

Methodology. To achieve the goal of the work and solve the tasks set, a set of general scien-
tific, analytical and applied research methods was used, which made it possible to cover certain as-
pects of the popularisation of Ukrainian-language books in the new media in wartime conditions.

Results. Based on an analysis of the most popular social networks YouTube, TikTok, Insta-
gram, Telegram, and digital literary platforms, the features of book promotion tools in the context
of full-scale war have been identified. The media activity of publishers, bookstores, book bloggers,
and influencers has also been revealed. Contemporary popular digital formats have been identi-
fied that attract readers’ attention, inform society about contemporary Ukrainian book produc-
tion, and contribute to the formation of a reading culture.

Conclusions. It is concluded that, in the context of war, Ukrainian-language books have be-
come particularly widespread thanks to new media resources. Among the promoters of literature
in new media, we highlight social networks such as Telegram, Instagram, YouTube, TikTok, dig-
ital literary platforms (websites), online stores of publishers and bookstores, library electronic
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catalogues, etc. The most common forms of representation of literary products are traditional
genres such as reviews, essays, and analytical articles, as well as newer forms such as book trailers,
reels, stories, memes, etc.

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Introduction. Modern processes of mediatisation are accompanied by active shifts in vari-
ous fields and their respective discourses. Since the end of the 20-th c., film discourse has become
an integral part of mediatisation, when cinema began to cultivate and disseminate specific media
practices at different stages of film production, eventually forming the phenomenon of “film com-
munication”.

Relevance and purpose of the study. There is a need for a comprehensive
consideration of modern strategies of film characters’ mediatisation in the national and global
mediatisation context, taking into account cultural, social and political transformations.
The purpose of the study is to identify the directions of film discourse representation in
the contemporary media landscape on the example of foreign and Ukrainian cases of film
characters’ mediatisation.

Methodology. In the process of forming the methodological basis analysis and synthesis
were used. Comparative and diachronic methods helped to identify the stages of cultural medi-
atisation. Classification, typological and systemic analysis, methods of description, case studies,
generalisation and discursive analysis were used while considering media representations of film
discourse and formulating the results of the study.

Results. A study of the current content of the Ukrainian online media “Ukrayinska Pravda”
and “Suspilne” revealed that film discourse has the highest level of media representation on the
websites of these outlets (33 % and 29 % respectively). The image of the cyborg in the early twen-
ty-first century is being conceptually rethought and actively transformed into a complex media-
tised concept; in the contemporary Ukrainian cultural space, the image of the cyborg is presented
in the media as a hybrid mediatised symbol of invincibility, invincibility and fighting spirit of
Ukrainian soldiers and the people as a whole.

Conclusions. The study proved that film discourse acted both as its subject (cinema as a type
of media played an important role in the creation of media culture and mediatisation processes
in 20-th c. societies) and object. It is thanks to the active use of online platforms, social networks
of film companies, actors, films, fans and other participants of film discourse, as well as thanks
to modern news and specialised media, that we are witnessing a deep mediatisation of film dis-
course.

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Introduction. The article examines the process of mass media integration into social net-
works, which have become a powerful tool for informing, communicating with the audience, and
shaping public opinion. Traditional media can no longer ignore this communication channel,
since a significant part of users receive information through social platforms. There is a need to
understand new trends in the field of media communications.

Relevance of the study. The study of the features of mass media integration into social
networks is extremely important for understanding the transformation of modern journalism,
because it is social networks that form new communication standards, influence the information
culture of society, and determine the prospects for media development in the digital era. The pur-
pose of the article is to determine the main vectors of media integration into social networks, the
features of media interaction with the audience through social platforms.

Methodology. The complexity of the research is ensured by a combination of such methods
as: content analysis, which made it possible to study the materials distributed in social networks;
a quantitative media analytics method based on digital indicators; a comparative method for com-
paring media strategies on different social platforms; and a theoretical generalization method for
formulating the research results.

The results. The article clarifies the main reasons, forms and consequences of mass media
integration into social networks. It is established that journalism in social networks retains its
traditional functions but implements them in the changed conditions of the digital environment.
The models of mass media behaviour on various social platforms are characterized, and it is de-
termined that the effectiveness of their functioning depends on the ability to adapt content to the
requirements, format and audience of each network. The specifics of the practical implementation
of integration processes in the modern information space are demonstrated using the example of
individual regional online media.

Conclusions. The novelty of the research lies in revealing the peculiarities of the integra-
tion of Ukrainian mass media into social networks, forming a clearer idea of how these processes
change the modern media industry. The results obtained have practical significance for improv-
ing media communication strategies, increasing the effectiveness of interaction with users, and
adapting journalism to new formats of the information space.

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Introduction. In recent years, artificial intelligence (AI) has become a key driver of media
transformation, reshaping the processes of news creation, analysis, and dissemination. Al sys-
tems automate routine operations, generate various types of content, and enhance audience en-
gagement, thus expanding the possibilities of communication practices. The experience of the
United States has been chosen as illustrative due to the influential role of American media in
shaping global journalistic standards.

Relevance and Aim. The relevance of this study lies in the rapid implementation of Al in
editorial processes, which is changing the work of journalists and the interaction between media
and audiences. The aim of the article is to systematize the impact of Al on the functioning of U.S.
media, assess its role in optimizing journalistic work and shaping new models of information
presentation, and identify the risks and limitations of its application, including quality control,
adherence to ethical norms, and maintenance of professional standards.

Methodology. The study applies analysis of scholarly publications, data from the Pew Re-
search Center and Muck Rack, and case studies of AT implementation in Associated Press (AP),
The Washington Post (WP), and Politico. Methods of systematization, comparative analysis, and
content analysis are employed to identify key trends, benefits, and risks.

Results. The findings reveal that Al facilitates the automation of data collection and process-
ing, fact-checking, and the preparation of analytical materials, thereby transforming newsroom
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operations and approaches to audience engagement. Examples from Politico, as well as AI exper-
iments at AP and WP, demonstrate the growing integration of algorithmic solutions into editorial
workflows. However, their effectiveness and impact on the quality of journalism require further
research. Surveys of journalists and audiences indicate a cautious attitude toward AI and empha-
size the importance of human oversight of final outputs.

Conclusions. The integration of Al expands journalists’ professional capacities, fosters new
content formats, and increases the importance of adhering to ethical standards. These technolo-
gies are also reshaping information consumption practices and opening new ways for audiences
to interact with media.

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Introduction. Existential challenges dictate the need for high-quality Ukrainian journalism,
and therefore, the understanding of tools for improving modern media and training specialists.

Relevance and purpose. The need to improve the work of Ukrainian media specialists by
improving media education determines the relevance of the study. The purpose of the study is to
study the possibilities of applying the theory of media text in teaching journalism disciplines to
improve the quality of university training of a modern Ukrainian journalist.

Methodology. The main methods of exploration are general scientific methods of the empir-
ical level, useful for clarifying the features of the components of the theory of the text, the specifics
of educational courses, establishing a list of core concepts, etc. Analytical and synthetic processing
of the material was carried out using analysis and synthesis, abstraction and generalization, as
well as based on taking into account one’s own scientific and pedagogical experience. The need to
express scientific assumptions, hypothetical reasoning led to the use of axiomatic and hypotheti-
cal-deductive methods.

Results. Conceptual in the system of journalistic knowledge is the understanding of the na-
ture, features, system and structure, units, components of the media text and phenomena related
to the circumstances of its actualization. We have established that the relevant theoretical provi-
sions should be applied in journalism disciplines focused on media text; we have identified the
necessary and sufficient corpus of concepts important for the scientific interpretation of journal-
istic creativity; we have proposed a methodology for integrating textual provisions and terms into
media education; we have formed a subject.

Conclusions. Since the nature of journalism is related to linguistic activity, the study of me-
dia text is relevant. Improving the methodological principles of teaching journalistic disciplines,
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taking into account the possibilities of media text studies, determines the novelty of the research.
The potential value of the results lies in the fact that they are useful in an educational and applied
sense, for understanding the factors of increasing the efficiency of media creativity, the social sig-
nificance of the media, in solving problems related to covering sensitive topics, generating media
texts using Al, etc.
